When John and Susan Cordell moved back to their native Grundy County after spending 31 years in another state
pursuing their careers, they never imagined how God would use them. Though they had not planned to return home, they
felt Him leading them back and faithfully followed.

Shortly after Life Choices opened its Grundy County Center in 2018, John was invited to serve on the Board of Directors.
He also completed advocate training and began volunteering with clients. Over the years, he has served wherever a male
advocate was needed and now focuses his efforts in Grundy County, mentoring men, couples, fathers, and husbands.

After retiring, Susan felt God calling her to "help out in some way." She joined the volunteer team and has faithfully
served women, couples, and families ever since. Whether offering encouragement, listening without judgment, or
walking alongside someone through a difficult season, Susan has become a trusted source of hope for many clients.

Together, John and Susan have made a tremendous impact both at Life Choices and throughout the community leading
weekly classes on fatherhood, communication, relationships, life skills, and Bible studies. Their authentic approach and
willingness to share from their own 45-year marriage have made them favorites among participants. For several years,
Life Choices has partnered with The Mosaic Center in Grundy County... John and one of our other male advocates, Jim
Lasswell, have faithfully served.

One of John and Susan’s most memorable stories involved a couple whose marriage was falling apart. Susan worked with
the wife while John met with the husband. Through prayer, encouragement, and the guidance of the Holy Spirit, the
couple eventually reconciled, reunited with their children, and began seeking God's direction for their family once again.

Over the years, clients have shared countless testimonies of the impact John and Susan have made. One woman told
Susan she had come to the center planning to take her own life but left with renewed hope. Another shared that Susan
had become her very best friend. John recalls a client struggling with addiction who eventually surrendered his life to

Christ, found sobriety, and reconciled with his father for the first time.

While their service has touched hundreds of lives, John and Susan are quick to give God the credit.
"The most important thing is that our efforts will not be successful or effective unless we seek God's direction and
guidance. It has nothing to do with us. It's all about Him and for Him."
Their faithfulness, compassion, and servant hearts continue to make a lasting difference in the lives of the families we
serve, and we are incredibly grateful for the example they set every day.
